Shooting Stars, an initiative of Netball WA and Glass Jar, aims to use netball as the vehicle

to encourage greater engagement and attendance at school of young Aboriginal girls living

in WAGs remote communiti es acooprisegrgthall mamning t own s .
and skills along with a focus on education and wellbeing. Festivals, Cups, Galas, Matches

and Competitions are just a few of the community events hosted or supported by the

Shooting Stars program. In each region we work with the local Aboriginal community to

bring friends, families, students and teachers together to celebrate culture, diversity and of

course, netball.

History & Participation

Originally named t he 0YouShooting &tayssPogramewas pr ogr a
developed following the successful pilot of the Youth Engagement Program, conducted at

Halls Creek and Fitzroy Crossing District High Schools across 2014.In conjunction with the
Department of Prime Minister and Cabinet, the Shooting Stars program became fully

established in 2015, supported by the Department of Aboriginal Affairs as part of the

Indigenous Advancement Strategy.

Out of our successful pilot program in Halls Creek in 2015, Shooting Stars is now delivered

across six separate school sites, engaing with more than 250 students. A further four more

sites are planned to be launched by the end of 2017, with a goal to work with 20 schools by

2021.




A Program for the Entire Community

Di stance is one of Wechallenges. Thevemotenessafaud s gr eat e gt

communities puts their local issues beyond our line of sight. Shooting Stars overcomes this
hurdle by engaging local groups and service providers, as well as employing people from the

community, to deliver a tailored progr am that meets the needs of their location.

Within the first five years, Shooting Stars also hopes to grow the representation of

Aboriginals in the programbés workforce to 50%.

Addressing the Education Gap

The school attendance rate of young girls in remote communities in Western Australia is
significantly lower than in metropolitan centres. The attendance rate of Aboriginal
Australians is more than 10% less than non-Aboriginal Australians, while less than 30% of
Aboriginal women have completed year 12 compared with 60% of other Australian women.
Netball WA identified a need to provide support to women in these communities via
programs aimed at improving school attendance rates and wellbeing, and ultimately driving
social change. Education is critical to employment and attendance at school is critical to
receiving an education. Shooting Stars empowers both individuals and communities to take

control of their education and realise their potential.

Affecting Genuine Change

The response to Shooting Starsacross the first 12 months of delivery, from both the
students and their communities, has been significant.

In the first year, Shooting Stars has seen an average increase in school

attendance of over 3% per participant, with more than half of all participa

either maintaining or improving their attendance rate.

During the same period, 10% of all participants have increased their attendance
by 20% or more, which is equivalent to an extra day at school per week.
These numbers reflect real change inthesest udent sé attitude towards

education.



Using Netball to Improve Wellbeing

Sport is critical for young people to engage in, to support those development years and
improve not only long-term health prospects, but their broader quality in life.

Netball provides a fun, safe environment that promotes an active lifestyle, and connects with
young girls in a way most other sports cannot.

Shooting Stars is first and foremost an education program, but netball plays a central role in

fostering motivation. A healthy body walks hand in hand with a healthy mind.
